Regulating shared residential driveways – these would be defined as access to two dwelling units.


Regulating private roads – these would be defined as access to three or more dwelling units on a road not dedicated to the Monroe County Road Commission.


Private drives – these would be defined as residential driveways and drives within a development owned and managed by a single person or company.


Service drives – these would be defined as access to two or more non-residential lots. Each category of private road would be required to fulfill engineering and access standards as defined by the proposed Ordinance. Furthermore, all lots within Milan Township would be required to abut either a public road or one of the above access classifications.
